ISAIAH, ―WOE!‖  
 

THE PROPHET ISAIAH pronounced six ―woes‖ upon the nation of Israel, re-

corded for us in Isaiah 5. He pronounced ―Woe unto them that 

place their value in property instead of in God (Isaiah 5:8-10), 

live for partying and drinking (5:11-13), 

live for iniquity and vanity (Isaiah 5:18-19), 

call evil good, and good evil (Isaiah 5:20), 

are wise in their own eyes and prudent in their own sight (Isaiah 5:20), and 

are mighty to drink wine and mingle strong drink (Isaiah 5:22).‖ 
      

MUCH OF WHAT ISAIAH denounced makes up the social character of today’s 

world. People live to accumulate wealth, to indulge their fleshly desires, to rationalize 

their sinful behavior, and to go beyond anyone telling them what to do. 

 

ISAISH WAS NOT a very popular preacher. (That tends to happen when a preacher 

preaches against people’s sin.) There are members who want the preaching to be 

positive and uplifting, without the necessary balance of reproof and correction. 

 
PREACHERS WHO tickle people’s ears and never preach against sin are doing their 

listeners a vile injustice. A sick or dying person would be offended by a doctor who 

said, ―Go home, everything is fine.‖  A naked and hungry person would be offended 

if he was told, ―Be warmed and filled‖ but no help was given (cf. James 2:16). It is 

beyond unjust – it is the height of hypocrisy for one to call himself God’s messenger 

and refuse to address people’s sin. 

 

PREACHERS ARE to speak the truth in love (Ephesians 4:15). They must reprove, 

rebuke, exhort with all longsuffering and doctrine(2 Timothy 4:2).  A preacher must 

preach the word; be instant in season; reprove, rebuke, exhort with all longsuffering 

and doctrine.  (2 Timothy 4:2)
